22 Lineman and Contractors contacts to date
1. Jan 5 2016- Arc flash burn due to feedback when pulling elbow connection in large utility box. EE has 2nd Degree burns to face.
2. Jan 13 2016- Contractor working on system re-build sustained contact injury.
3. Jan 14 2016 Employee was working on a transformer in bucket truck when he sustained electric contact. FATAL.
4. Jan 18 2016-Property owner made contact with OH while trimming trees
5. Jan 18 2016-Claimant on fuel tank, attempting to gauge fuel and raised pole into overhead line
6. Jan 18 2016- Pole broke and neutral fell onto claimant's truck as she was getting in. Claimant is an employee of insured but was not working for insured at time of accident.
7. Jan 22 2016- : Employee of independent contractor  electrocuted while working in bucket - was not wearing PPE.
8. Feb. 22 2016- Underground line damaged during repairs, cook at school reports shock and damage caused at school.
9. Feb 22 2016- : Employee was in bucket truck working on the lead of an underground primary line at the top of the pole. While stripping insulation off primary where it burnt out, line came back and hit him in the chest. CPR administered until EMS arrived and revived him.
10. Feb 22 2016- Electrical contact to R pointer finger, thumb, elbow, forearm, rib cage, and hip.
11. Feb 23 2016- Employee of house mover was on top of home which was being transported when he made contact with our insured's overhead line. Double amputation and severe burns. Suit was 1st notice.
12. March 1 2016- Painting contractor made contact - fatality
13. March 2 2016- Car into pole.
14. March 15 2016- Report of electrical contact at pole.
15. March 28 2016- Claimant was electrocuted while working near or on insured's pole.
16. March 29 2016- Claimant received a shock when he struck an underground service line. Our insured disputes ownership of the line.
17. March 30 2016- Roofer made contact with exposed weather head, fell to ground.
18. March 31 2016- Electrical contact - Burns to fingers, back and leg.
19. March 31 2016- Plane Pulled Line Down
20. March 31 2016- Electrician received a shock while working on energized meter.
21. April 4 2016- Vehicle lost control struck insured pole- vehicle caught fire (Fatality)
22. April 5 2016- Worker in avocado grove made contact with overhead line - worker was "flashed, but okay"
23.April 7 2016- Contractor for roofing company received a shock when cutting a piece of metal conduit with a reciprocating saw while replacing rubber roof. 
24.April 18 2016- Claimant received a shock from energized dock and drowned in lake.
25. April 26 2016- Employee was installing an armor rod on 69kV transmission line from the bucket when he stumbled forward and made contact with the armor rod attached to the transmission line. Contact was made with right hand. No visible injuries.
26. April 29 2016-Claimant allegedly received a shock from the guy wire.
27. May 10 2016-Contractor reported injury to one employee when contact was made with 7200 KV while working on voltage conversion re-conductor project. Employee is hospitalized with burns on both hands but is regaining motion in both. will be undergoing.
28. May 12 2016- Made contact with neutral line while changing out an A1 pole. EE had one hand on the wire, the wire slipped due to the rain and EE grabbed another wire, where he recevied the shock.. EE was sent to be checked out the next day at the hospital.
29. May 13 2016- Bulldozer struck a pole and/or guy wire. The line came down, falling on an adult male in his backyard. He sustained burns on his back and was hospitalized.
30. May 19 2016- Truck pulled down insured's lines and tires caught on fire. Driver had to jump out of truck but did not have any apparent injuries.
31. May 20 2016-  Coop did not provide correct FROI form until 5/20/16* While replacing a "neutral brick" in the OMA unit of metering system, EE rec'd electrical shock. Caused EE to have tightness in chest area. EE went to ER for 2 hours and was released.
32. May 20 2016- Landscaping contractor working for builder was digging and struck line that had been pulled up by tree root. No locate requested for particular lot.
33. May 27 2016- : Dump truck driver backed into pole, bringing line down. He made contact when he exited the truck. Unknown injuries
34. May 31 2016- Claimant, grain delivery employee, sustained burns after raising auger into overhead line.
35. May 31 2016- Girl received an electrical shock after touching two guy wires supporting secondary pole,
36. June 3 2016- Bulldozer pulled down guy wire, breaking line. Unbeknownst to operator, line fell on resident standing in back yard.
37. June 7 2016-  Worker made contact with overhead line in longan fruit grove - burns to stomach.
38. June 7 2016-  Claimant raised sprayer into line. Fatality.
39. June 7 2016- Crop duster struck insured's guy wire with plane's wing. FATAL. 
40. June 7 2016- Claimant, an employee of a locate company (USIC), was working near a bridge when he possibly made contact with our insured's UG line. Subsequent fall occurred.
41. June 13 2016-  Claimant was on the roof of a house, adjusting antenna when it made contact with primary. he was injured and the house burned to the ground.
42. June 11 2016- Claimant was lifting transformer off pole using a hand line when it fell from the pole while prop was in his hands. He sustained burns to both hands. Contact person: Cathie Brown
43. June 13 2016- : Drone stuck in tree member attempting to get out of tree with pool skimmer, contacted the primary. 
44. June 13 2016- EE was on call to repair 3 phase underground that had been struck by a vehicle. The underground had not been properly de-energized and the employee contacted 7200V while cleaning a dirty elbow. EE suffered 3rd degree burns to right thigh and 4th degree burns.
45. June 16 2016- Two painters using a ladder contacted a line owned by City of Southport. Brunswick manages the line under contract with Southport.
46. June 20 2016-Claimant raised flagpole into overhead primary – fatality. 
47. June 21 2016- Member asked insured that meter be pulled and this was done. On the following day, the member's electrician thought the meter base had been disconnected & while attempting to loosen the feed side lugs he made contact with the energized lugs. No medical
48. June 24 2016- Employee of independent contractor laying fiber contacted primary. He is currently in burn center with severe burns to left arm. 
49. June 27 2016-Member Shocked while getting into meter base for unknown reason. No injuries reported (FYI)
50. June 28 2016- Electrician received burns from an arc on the member's side of the service
51. June 29 2016- : Potato farm dump truck bed raised into line. Driver initially refused treatment, then went to Dr. to check small burn on foot. No code violations. 
52. July 1 2016- Bed of dump truck for a paving contractor was raised into our insured's overhead lines. 2 employees of contractor allegedly received a shock as a result
53. July 2 2016- Claimant received shock from contact with pole.
54. July 2 2016- Cable One employee received flash burn when cable made contact with OH primary
55. July 5 2016- Small aircraft was approaching airport when it struck our insured's overhead line and crashed. Pilot and sole passenger were treated and released
56. July 7 2016- Employee of tree contractor contends that he was shocked from contact with chipper
57. July 7 2016- Consumer caused flash when he cut conductor which he was told had no power - no injuries reported.
58. July 7 2016- Claimant alleges to have been shocked by the consumer's meter pole.
59. July 7 2016- Line contractor made contact with OH primary
60. July 8 2016- Member's son was trimming trees and received shock when branch fell onto line. Member's son did not seek treatment.
61. July 8 2016- Tree trimmer working for member made contact with insured's line. No injuries and claimant was evaluated by EMTs at fire station.
62. July 12 2016-: claimant was shocked while working on windmill tower. the shock caused claimant to fall 15-16'. claimant has mult scrapes/ bruises, and possible electrical contact. 
63. July 12 2016- Claimant, a cable worker, was dropping a messenger line when contact was made. Claimant drove himself to urgent care and then returned to work. 
64. July 21 2016- Asphalt contractor struck underground secondary with shovel
65. July 22 2016- Contractor installing a waterline was shocked while digging. Underground line was mismarked as a phone line. Injuries do not appear serious.
66. July 24 2016- Neighbor was on roof of a small warehouse helping owner put flashing on roof. Neighbor contacted line running over the roof and amputations of at least both feet are expected.
67. July 25 2016- Construction contractor raised aluminum ladder into overhead primary.
68. July 26 2016- : County employee in gravel truck was shock when truck made contact with overhead lines.
69. July 29 2016- Member hired tree trimming company to work on live oak. Worker was free climbing and was electrocuted when he contacted line 
70. Aug 1 2016- Member was walking along his fence and electricity arced. Severe burns to face and loss of hearing. Initial report indicates many code violations on member’s side of service.
71. Aug 4 2016- contact with underground secondary with the shovel head while digging 
72. Aug 4 2016- : Member mowing lawn brushed against branch and felt a shock. Not reporting injury, wants tree cut down. 
73. Aug 10 2016- : Electrical contact - FATAL - Deceased was working on roof of a restaurant when he evidently made contact with the main power tower on the member's side.
74. Aug 12 2016- Electrical contact - claimant was on pole repairing line when it became energized. More details to be provided later
75. Aug 15 2016- Boom on a sign company truck made contact with our insured's overhead line. 2 employees of sign company were critically injured - UPDATE: 1 FATAL
76. Aug 15 2016- : Construction company raised their own dump truck into line serving their facilities. Employee touched truck and received shock. He later sought treatment and was ultimately admitted to hospital. Unknown extent of injuries. No code violations 
77. Aug 22 2016- : Homeowner claims daughter received burns from door when home became energized from line laying on roof. Line was not touching roof when co-op arrived. Daughter was treated and released
78. Aug 23 2016- : Contractor employee attempting to by-pass cut out, came into contact with two phases. 1st and 2nd degree burns reported. 
79. Aug 24 2016- Two roofers were shocked when ladder made contact with insured's line.
80. Aug 24 2016- Employee of Independent contractor cutting a jumper from the line, was in contact with neutral and while completing work came into contact with phase.
81. Aug 26 2016- : Consumer's brother fell from yard light pole, alleged contact - fatality
82. Aug 26 2016- : Roofing contractor raised ladder into insd's line.
83. Aug 30 2016- : Combine struck telephone line which cause overhead primary to make contact with combine. Operator received a shock and may have injured foot while exiting combine.
84. Aug 31 2016- : Car into pole. Driver exited and contacted lines. He walked down road and was picked up by ambulance. Transported to hospital and later transferred to burn center
85. Sept. 1 2016- : EE was wiring new cables into breaker panel with screw driver when it came in contact with an electrical panel while hooking up new wire inside. Small burn to hand and wrist.
86. Sept. 2 2016- Tree fell into three face line, city employee fighting resulting fire came into contact with the tree and felt a tingling. (No reported injuries). 
87. Sept. 6 2016- : Employee was checking for voltage at transformer when ground to phase fault occurred resulting in an arc flash. Employee suffered burns on his face, neck, and both arms
88. Sep 5 2016 - Member’s adult son was trimming trees on member's property and as he was cutting a branch it made contact with our insured's primary.
89. Sep 12 2016 -The consumer was digging in his yard and hit an energized secondary line with a shovel. He felt a shock and called COOP to come out and investigate. The servicemen found an abandon service that was cut loose below the ground and left energized.
90. Sep 13 2016 - Employee was kneeling on wet ground using an Allen-wrench and wearing wet cloth gloves to hook up service at pedestal - when he went to tighten wires he touched the end of the Allen-wrench initiating a shock that pushed him back 6-8.
91. Sep 13 2016 - Employee was re-hanging downed neutral lines, he held the wrap in one hand and the neutral in the other causing electric contact. He was wearing only leather gloves at the time. 
92. Sep 19 2016 - Claimant (employee of IC) was holding a guy wire while co-employee in a bucket was attaching it onto a pole. Co-employee was using a hydraulic drill to tighten the bolts and drilled into the phase causing an electrical contact to the claimant
93. Sep 13 2016 - Contractor was unloading forms for foundation pouring, came in contact with phase wire with boom of truck. Operator received slight shock and went to hospital. Treated & released. 25' to phase wire.
94. Sep 26 2016 - Steel cable on crane made contact with OH line while lowering vault. Claimant made contact with vault. Minor burns to both hands/fingers.
95. Sep 30 2016 - Worker received shock when the cable on a crane he was using to change a motel sign contacted overhead lines. Transported to August Burn Center.
96. Sep 30 2016 - ** MED ONLY** EE was installing primary metering, just finished doing ground and had put staples in the pole. Went up in bucket truck and when reached out to grab line felt a static charge. Shocked Middle L. Finger.
97. Oct 7 2016 - Employee was untying phase wire & neutral. When he opened cutout, his right forearm came into contact with phase. 
98. Oct 10 2016 - 89-Year-Old Man got into power line with a tree on it. Fatality.
99. Oct 13 2016 - Dump truck driver raised bed of truck into lines. He was shocked when he tried to jump away from the truck and fell back into it.
100. Oct 14 2016 - Electrical contact from downed line.
101. Oct 17 2016 - Father and son sustained fatal injuries while moving a grain auger that came in contact with overhead primary - Fatality
102. Oct 17 2016 -  Consumer raised ladder into line.
103. Oct 18 2016 - Claimant was reaching for what he thought was a cable surrounding his property but was actually insured's downed line. 
104. Oct 20 2016 - EE came in contact with electrical line.
105. Oct 21 2016 - Employee of an Independent Contractor made contact while tying a neutral line. Amputation of left hand along w/other inju. Suit was our 1st notice.
