Electric Cooperative Safety Program
The Electric Cooperative Safety Program is designed for the lead linemen, their supervisors and the safety supervisors. The participants will receive a 10 Hour OSHA Construction certificate. We will provide information on the construction standards that pertain to their jobs. The program is designed around situations that a lead person may encounter in date to day operations.  There will be hands on problem solving that will require the participants to determine the correct procedures based on their cooperative’s requirements. (Example the rigging section will require the participants to determine the stress on the blocks for several different lifts. The oil spill section will require determining proper actions in several different spill situations. The electrical section will require a job briefing for a very special but not uncommon situation at a residence.) We believe that the balance of knowledge shared and the hands-on experience will best prepare the participants to meet their day to day responsibilities.
