A turn toward the north-northeast is forecast on Tuesday
night or early Wednesday. On the forecast track, the center of lan
is expected to pass near or over western Cuba tonight and early
Tuesday. lan will then pass west of the Florida Keys late Tuesday,
and approach the west coast of Florida on Wednesday.

Rapid strengthening is expected during the next day or so, and lan
is forecast to become a major hurricane tonight when it is near
western Cuba.

Hurricane-force winds extend outward up to 15 miles from the
center and tropical-storm-force winds extend outward up to 90
miles.

As of Monday Morning
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moderate riverine flooding continues on
the Peace River, as well as Horse Creek and
Myakka River in West Central Florida. Minor
flooding is also still occurring on the St. Johns
River at Astor as well as the Ocklawaha River in
Northeast Florida. While these rivers are receding,
the combination of additional heavy rainfall and
wet antecedent conditions would leave these
areas more susceptible for flooding.

Hurricane lan:

*As of 5:00 AM EDT Monday, lan was located about 90 miles west-southwest of Grand Cayman Island, or about 405 miles south-southwest of Key West, Florida, and
moving northwest around 14 mph.

*A turn toward the north-northwest is expected today, followed by a turn toward the north on Tuesday and north-northeast on Tuesday night or early Wednesday as
it emerges into the southeastern Gulf of Mexico.

*Maximum sustained winds have increased to 75 mph (Category 1). Tropical-storm-force winds extend outward up to 90 miles from the center, and hurricane force
winds extend outward up to 15 miles from the center.

e|lan is expected to become a major hurricane by tonight before it near western Cuba.

°lan could make landfall along the Florida Gulf Coast on late Thursday or early Friday, however, impacts could start in southern Florida on Tuesday and spread
northward through the remainder of the week. Therefore, it is important to not focus on the exact forecast track of lan.

Florida Outlook:

*A Hurricane Watch has been issued from Englewood to the Anclote River, including Tampa Bay.

*A Tropical Storm Watch has been issued from Englewood to Chokoloskee.
*A Storm Surge Watch has been issued for the Florida Keys and from Anclote River to Card Sound Bridge, including Tampa Bay.

*Storm surge values of 5-8 feet are expected from Anclote River to Englewood (and Tampa Bay), 4-7 feet from Englewood to Bonita Beach, including Charlotte Harbor,
3-5 feet from Bonita Beach to East Cape Sable, and 2-4 feet from East Cape Sable to Card Sound Bridge and the Florida Keys.

*Tropical rains may begin to overspread across the Florida Keys and southern Peninsula as early as late Monday and tropical storm-force winds may arrive on Tuesday.
Tropical storm-force winds may then spread from south to north along portions of the Peninsula through Wednesday and could arrive in the eastern Panhandle/Big
Bend on Wednesday.

*4 to 10 inches of rain is possible across the Florida Peninsula with the highest totals near the west coast of Florida, where localized totals up to 15 inches are possible.
*|solated tornadoes may begin as early as early Tuesday morning along the Florida Keys, expanding from south to north across the Peninsula mid-next week.
*Rip currents will increase along the Florida Gulf Coast by Tuesday as swells from lan move through the Gulf of Mexico.
