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Overview/Recent Changes:

With the 5:00 PM EDT Advisory, Tropical Storm Idalia has maximum sustained winds of 40 mph with higher gusts. Hurricane Watches have been

issued along the Big Bend through West-Central Florida, with Tropical Storm Watches extending through Southwest Florida. Storm Surge Watches
have been issued from the Big Bend and along the Florida West Coast.

The damaging wind threat will be greatest along the
immediate eastern Florida Panhandle, Big Bend, Nature
Coast, and far West-Central Florida coastline. A greater
damaging wind threat will reside along and east of Idalia’s
track, favoring the West-Central Florida coastline and into
portions of the Suwannee River Valley. Locally higher
wind gusts will be possible within more organized rain
bands and thunderstorm activity.

Forecast intensit
trends continue to increase, but the intensity forecast remains dependent on how fast-moving
the system will be. Computer models are continuing to trend towards a more eastern trac
along the Big Bend and Nature Coast. Computer models indicate that this system will

continue to intensify until landfall along the Florida Big Bend coast due to warm sea surface
temperatures and only moderate wind shear in the area.

The Weather Prediction Center (WPC) is forecasting a Marginal Risk (level 1 of 4) for Flash Flooding across Southwest Florida on Monday as
some of the moisture associated with TD Ten is pushed into the area. There is also a Marginal Risk of flash flooding in the western Panhandle
associated with a slow-moving cold front.

On Tuesday and Wednesday, the risk for intense downpours leading to instances of flash flooding increases for much of the state as TD Ten moves
across the region. The area most at risk will be the eastern Florida Panhandle, Florida Big Bend, Suwannee Valley, as well as potions of Northeast and
West-Central Florida, where a Slight Risk (level 2 of 4) is forecast.

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Summary

Tropical Storm Idalia:

Tropical Depression Ten was upgraded to Tropical Storm Idalia (ee-DAL-ya) with the 11:00 AM EDT update.

As of 5:00 PM EDT Sunday, Tropical Storm Idalia was located 95 miles east-southeast of Cozumel, Mexico, or approximately 717 miles south-southwest of Tallahassee, FL,
and moving slowly northeastward around 3 mph.

A slow, possibly erratic, motion is expected overnight, followed a slow north to north-northeastward motion Monday and Tuesday. On the forecast track, the center will move
over the eastern Gulf of Mexico on Monday and Tuesday, then approach the northeast Gulf Coast late Tuesday.

Maximum sustained winds remain near 40 mph, but gradual intensification is expected to occur. Tropical Storm Idalia is expected to become a hurricane by early Tuesday over
the southeastern Gulf of Mexico.

Computer models indicate that this system will continue to intensify until landfall along the Florida Big Bend coast due to warm sea surface temperatures and only moderate
wind shear in the area.

Hurricane Franklin:

As of 5:00 PM EDT Sunday, Hurricane Franklin was located about 320 miles north-northeast of Grand Turk Islands, or approximately 625 miles east of Miami, and is moving
north-northwest at 8 mph.

This motion is expected to continue today, followed by a northward and north-northeastward turn for the upcoming week.

Maximum sustained winds have increased to near 100 mph, and additional strengthening is expected. Franklin is forecast to become a major hurricane by Monday, the first of
the 2023 Atlantic season.

Hurricane Franklin poses no direct threat to Florida; however, long-period ocean swells and an elevated risk for rip currents can be anticipated along Florida East Coast
beaches.

Eastern Tropical Atlantic:

A tropical wave is forecast to move off the west coast of Africa in a few days.

Some slow development is possible later this week as the system moves westward across the Tropical Atlantic.

There is a low (near 0%) chance of development over the next 48 hours and a low (20%) chance of development over the next 7 days.
This system poses no direct threat to Florida over the next 5-7 days, at least.

Summary

Florida Outlook:

Hot and humid conditions are expected to continue into Monday afternoon with high temperatures in the 90s and triple digit heat index values (100-110) statewide.

Franklin poses no direct threat to Florida, but increased ocean swells will result in higher wave heights and an elevated risk of rip currents along many Atlantic Coast
beaches for the next several days.

The Storm Prediction Center (SPC) is outlooking a Marginal Risk (level 1 of 5) for Severe Weather along the western Panhandle on Monday as isolated strong to severe
thunderstorms will be capable of producing frequent lightning, damaging wind gusts (45-60 mph) and heavy downpours during the peak heating hours of the day.

Tropical moisture and scattered thunderstorms associated with Idalia are possible along portions of the Florida Gulf Florida as early as Tuesday, with greater impacts to
Florida expected on Wednesday.

The chances for tropical-storm force winds are increasing for the Florida Big Bend and coastal portions of West-Central and Southwest Florida. The potential for hurricane
force winds are likely to increase areas between Tampa and Panama City in the coming days.

Hurricane Watches have been issued along the Big Bend and through West-Central Florida, with Tropical Storm Watches extending into Southwest Florida and the Dry
Tortugas.

Storm Surge Watches extend from the Big Bend and along the Florida West Coast as storm surge totals of 2-5’ along the western Big Bend and West-Central Florida
through Southwest Florida, with 5-11" along the Big Bend and Nature Coast will be possible.

Isolated tornadoes will be possible as the storm approaches the Florida Gulf Coast and the Storm Prediction Center is forecasting a marginal risk (level 1 of 5) for tornadoes
on Tuesday for coastal portions of the Big Bend, Nature Coast and Southwest Florida.

Rainfall amounts will be dependent on the forecast strength and track of Idalia, but forecasts indicate the potential for 3-6” of rain with isolated amounts of 10” possible along
the Florida West Coast and Florida Big Bend as the system moves into the area, leading to the potential for flash flooding concerns.

A Slight Risk for Flash Flooding (level 2 of 4) exists along much of the Florida Gulf Coast, with a Marginal Risk (level 1 of 4) for flash flooding forecast for the eastern Florida
Peninsula and far western Panhandle.

The potential for coastal flooding and storm surge will continue to be evaluated over the coming hours, but increased wave heights are expected to arrive Tuesday and
Wednesday. Additional coastal flooding statements and products may be issued as necessary. Storm Surge Warnings will likely be issued Monday and Tuesday.
