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Overview/Recent Changes: As of 11:00 AM EDT, Tropical Storm Debby is located about 130 miles west-southwest of Tampa, Florida and 160 miles south-southwest of Cedar Key, Horlda
and moving north-northwestward at 13 mph. A turn toward the north is expected later today, followed by a slower motion toward the northeast on Monday and Tuesday. On the forecast
track, the center will move across the eastern Gulf of Mexico through tonight and reach the Florida Big Bend coast Monday morning. Debby is then expected to move slowly across northern
Florida and southern Georgia Monday and Tuesday. Maximum sustained winds have increased to near 65 mph with higher gusts. Rapid strengthening is forecast, and Debby is expected to
become a hurricane by tonight before it reaches the Florida Big Bend coast. Weakening is expected on Monday and Tuesday after Debby moves inland. Storm Surge Warnings now extend
from the middle of Longboat Key northward to Indian Pass (including Tampa Bay). Peak storm surge is forecast to reach 6-10 feet from the Suwannee River to the Ochlockonee River, 4-7
feet from Yankeetown to the Suwannee River, 4-6 feet from the Ochlockonee River to Indian Pass, 3-5 feet across Tampa Bay and from the middle of Longboat Key to Yankeetown. A
Tornado Watch has been issued for the Northern Peninsula and portions of the Big Bend, Central Florida, and Southwest Florida.

Storm Surge

Flooding
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Widespread deep inundation, with storm surge
flooding greatly accentuated by powerful battering
waves. Structural damage to buildings, with many
washing away. Damage greatly compounded from
considerable floating debris. Locations may be
uninhabitable for an extended period.

Near-shore escape routes and secondary roads
washed out or severely flooded. Flood control
systems and barriers may become stressed.
Extreme beach erosion. New shoreline cuts
possible.

Massive damage to marinas, docks, boardwalks,
and piers. Numerous small craft broken away from
moorings with many lifted onshore and stranded.

Considerable roof damage to sturdy buildings, with
some having window, door, and garage door failures
leading to structural damage. Mobile homes severely
damaged, with some destroyed. Damage accentuated
by airborne projectiles. Locations may be
uninhabitable for weeks.

Many large trees snapped or uprooted along with
fences and roadway signs blown over.

Some roads impassable from large debris, and more
within urban or heavily wooded places. Several
bridges, causeways, and access routes impassable.
Large areas with power and communications outages.

Major rainfall flooding may prompt many
evacuations and rescues.

Rivers and tributaries may rapidly overflow their
banks in multiple places. Small streams, creeks,
and ditches may become dangerous rivers. Flood
control systems and barriers may become stressed.
Flood waters can enter many structures within
multiple communities, some structures becoming
uninhabitable or washed away. Many places where
flood waters may cover escape routes. Streets and
parking lots become rivers of moving water with
underpasses submerged. Driving conditions
become dangerous. Many road and bridge closures
with some weakened or washed out.

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The occurrence of scattered tornadoes can hinder
the execution of emergency plans during tropical
events.

Several places may experience tornado damage
with a few spots of considerable damage, power
loss, and communications failures.

Locations could realize roofs torn off frame houses,
mobile homes demolished, boxcars overturned,
large trees snapped or uprooted, vehicles tumbled,
and small boats tossed about. Dangerous
projectiles can add to the toll.

1. Heavy rainfall will likely result in considerable

flooding impacts from the Florida Big Bend region through
southeast GA and the Coastal Plain of the Carolinas through
Friday. Potentially historic heavy rainfall across southeast
Georgia and South Carolina through Friday morning may result
in areas of catastrophic flooding. Significant river

flooding is also expected.

2. There is a danger of life-threatening storm surge along

portions of the Gulf Coast of Florida, with 6 to 10 feet of
inundation above ground level expected somewhere between
Ochlockonee River and Suwannee River on Monday. Residents in
the Storm Surge Warning area should follow any advice given

by local officials.

The Moderate Risk (level 3 of 4)
expands throughout the Big Bend and Northeast Florida on Monday as Tropical
Storm Debby is forecast to move inland along the Florida Big Bend, nearly stalling
and bringing numerous rounds of heavy rainfall.

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Tropical Storm Debby:
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As of 11:00 AM EDT, Tropical Storm Debby is located about 130 miles west-southwest of Tampa, Florida and 160 miles south-southwest of Cedar Key,
Florida and moving north-northwestward at 13 mph.

A turn toward the north is expected later today, followed by a slower motion toward the northeast on Monday and Tuesday.

On the forecast track, the center will move across the eastern Gulf of Mexico through tonight and reach the Florida Big Bend coast Monday morning.
Debby is then expected to move slowly across northern Florida and southern Georgia Monday and Tuesday.

Maximum sustained winds have increased to near 65 mph with higher gusts.

Rapid strengthening is forecast, and Debby is expected to become a hurricane by tonight before it reaches the Florida Big Bend coast.

Weakening is expected on Monday and Tuesday after Debby moves inland.

Tropical Watches & Warnings Issued (NHC):

Hurricane Warnings have been issued for Coastal Wakulla, Dixie, Taylor, Jefferson, Madison, and Lafayette Counties.
Hurricane Watches have been issued for Levy County.

Tropical Storm Warnings have been issued for Mainland Monroe and the Dry Tortugas, Coastal Collier, Coastal Lee, Coastal Charlotte, Sarasota,
Manatee, Hillsborough, Pinellas, Pasco, Hernando, Sumter, Citrus, Levy, Western Marion, Western Alachua, Gilchrist, Columbia, Suwannee, Hamilton,
Leon, Inland Wakulla, and Inland Franklin Counties.

Tropical Storm Watches have been issued for Gadsden, Liberty, Gulf, Baker, Union, Bradford, Central and Eastern Alachua, Central and Eastern Marion,
Lake, Polk, Hardee, DeSoto, Inland Charlotte, and Inland Lee Counties.

Storm Surge Warnings are in effect from the middle of Longboat Key northward to Indian Pass (Coastal Manatee, Hillsborough (including Tampa Bay),
Pinellas, Pasco, Hernando, Citrus, Levy, Dixie, Taylor, Jefferson, Wakulla, and Franklin Counties).

Storm Surge Watches are in effect from Bonita Beach northward to the middle of Longboat Key (Coastal Lee, Charlotte (including Charlotte Harbor), and
Sarasota Counties).

Summary

Florida Outlook:
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* A Tornado Watch has been issued across the Northern Peninsula and portions of Big Bend, Central Florida, and Southwest Florida and will remain in effect until 8:00 PM EDT
this evening as a few tornadoes and isolated damaging wind gusts up to 70 mph will be possible within stronger cells in the outer bands of Tropical Storm Debby this afternoon.

» A Coastal Flood Watch has been issued for the Florida Keys (Coastal Monroe). Coastal Flood Advisories are in effect along portions of the coastal Southern Peninsula and
along the Florida Keys as minor coastal flooding is expected (Coastal Collier, Monroe, and Miami-Dade).

* Rainfall totals are heavily tied to the eventual track and forward speed of the tropical system, so there remains forecast uncertainty regarding where the heaviest totals will
occur. Tropical Rainfall totals up to 6-12” are forecast across much of the state, but locally higher amounts exceeding 15-20” cannot be ruled out.

» Trends within the computer forecast models will be monitored through the week. A more disorganized tropical system may produce higher rain chances and greater
rainfall totals over portions of the Florida Peninsula this weekend into early next week.

» The Weather Prediction Center (WPC) is outlooking a Moderate Risk (level 3 of 4) for Flash Flooding today along portions of the Florida Big Bend, closer towards the
coastline, with a Slight Risk (level 2 of 4) extending from the Apalachicola River through Southwest Florida where numerous showers and thunderstorms associated
with Tropical Storm Debby will bring heavy rainfall that could bring instances of flash flooding. The Moderate Risk (level 3 of 4) extends throughout the entire Florida Big
Bend and into Northeast Florida on Monday as Tropical Storm Debby is forecast to slowly move onshore and inland.

» Additional rounds of heavy rainfall can be expected into early next week as this system works to gradually move northeastward further inland. Flood Watches have been
issued for portions of South Florida, the Keys through 8:00 PM EDT Sunday, the western Peninsula through 8:00 PM EDT Monday, Northeast Florida through 8:00 PM
EDT Tuesday and the Big Bend through 11:00 PM EDT Tuesday.

* Rivers, creeks/streams, and waterways across North Florida are already running above normal for this time of year. Computer forecast models are indicating the potential for
moderate to major riverine flooding along several mainstems and branches including the Suwannee, Santa Fe, Withlacoochee, Aucilla, Myakka, and Alafia by Tuesday or
Wednesday next week; Riverine flooding will be closely tied to which basin receives the greatest swath of rainfall.

» River Flood Warnings are in effect for several Big Bend and Suwannee River Valley rivers and creeks ahead of anticipated rainfall allowing water levels to rise into minor to
moderate flood stage over the next several days. Additional River Flood Warnings are possible over the coming days depending on how much rainfall and where the heaviest
rainfall occurs with Debby’s track.

* The Storm Prediction Center (SPC) is outlooking a Slight Risk (level 2 of 5) for Severe Weather across the eastern Big Bend, through Northeast Florida and southward
beyond the |-4 corridor and into Southwest Florida on Sunday as outer rainbands of Tropical Storm Debby could produce isolated tornadoes. The Slight Risk (level 2 of 5) for
Severe Weather continues on Monday from the Capital City through Northeast Florida and into Nature Coast as Tropical Storm Debby is forecast to move towards the Big
Bend and inland.
